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Hard Coating Remover

INSTRUCTIONS

· Apply Dominion Sure Seals HARD COAT REMOVER to both vertical and horizontal surfaces with a MINIMUM thickness of 1/8 of an inch. 

· Apply material with either an airless sprayer or with a brush.

· When applying with spray equipment ensure that all areas you do not wish to remove are masked.

· The more of the Hard Coating Remover is applied the faster it will react.

· The ticker the coating is to be removed the longer it will take, in some cases overnight. 

· On extremely heavy coatings, you may need to use a wire brush to score the surface before applying the HARD COAT REMOVER. By using a wire brush this will shorten the time of removal.

· Check the progress periodically, by using a scraper to check if the material is separating from the substrate.

· The HARD COAT REMOVER should remain wet. If it starts to dry, it is no longer working, if this occurs re apply it.

·  Plastic sheeting may be used to cover the HARD COAT REMOVER to prevent premature drying.

· When you see the coating starting to lift from the substrate, remove the coating with a scraper.

· When coating is completely removed, clean the area with a good quality soap, water and scuff pad. If  surface is to be painted, or a protective coating to be applied, follow the soap and water with a good quality wax and grease remover.

· If using this product to remove sprayable bed liners, extra care should be used.  This product either will soften or remove automotive finishes.
· Depending on the thickness of the material to be removed and the type of material it will take from 3 hours to overnight to react.
· HARD COAT REMOVER WILL remove the paint under the coating.
