Description:  High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter is the next generation single component bonding agent that minimizes the preparation process for spray-in bed liners.   This product is designed to shorten the preparation process for Spray-In Liners on new truck beds and to provide corrosion protection on “sand throughs” or any bare metal areas.  High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter can also be used to enhance adhesion on used truck beds.  Some sanding may be required on used truck beds to remove debris and oxidation prior to spraying.  High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter is packaged in convenient quarts or gallons depending on your needs.  Both quarts and gallons are shipped in high concentrations which require reduction with any of your high quality urethane reducers.  This allows you to control your flash and dry times with the different temperature urethane reducers you currently have in stock.  High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter bonds extremely well to clean, dry bare metal, new cured OEM automotive finishes and galvanized steel.  This is a must have for providing corrosion protection on all your bare metal areas.

Application Instructions:  


New Truck Beds: 


Clean the surface with a high quality wax and grease remover and a heavy duty scuff pad to remove any debris from the surface. Wipe dry.


Mask all areas not to be coated with plastic sheeting or high quality masking materials.  If spraying a bed liner mask the area as required by the appropriate “spray in” liner instructions.  This is so you are ready to spray your liner once the High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter has completely dried.


Mix High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter (BLAP – Qt, BLAPG – Gl) 2 to 1 with the appropriate temperature high quality urethane reducer.  2 parts Promoter to 1 part reducer.


Spray with a gravity fed spray gun with a 1.8 to 2.0 fluid nozzle.  Your air pressure should be set to 30-40 psi.  Spray one even medium wet coat.  Avoid runs.  If cob webbing occurs lower your air pressure slightly and/or turn your fan pattern in smaller.  This will make your spray pattern wetter.  This should eliminate any cob webs.  If you get cob webs make sure they melt into the wet Adhesion Promoter.  If they do not melt in your coating will have poor adhesion.  The dry sprayed cob web areas must be scuff sanded and re-apply the Adhesion Promoter 


Allow the Adhesion Promoter to dry thoroughly before applying your preferred bed liner.  If applying prior to the Adhesion Promoter thoroughly drying you will entrap solvents and your coating may peel.  You must apply your bed liner within 6 hours from spraying the Adhesion Promoter at 72° F (22 C).  If you do not get it applied within this time frame you must either scuff the surface or re-apply the Adhesion Promoter.

Application Instructions:  


New Truck Beds Cont.:





Apply your preferred “spray in” bed liner per the instructions that come with your preferred liner.


Clean your spray gun with clean up solvent and re-cap your Adhesion Promoter.





Used Truck Bed:


Clean the surface with a high quality wax and grease remover.  Wipe dry.


Sand the oxidized and/or dirty surface with 80 grit sandpaper to remove any debris and oxidation. Blow off and re-clean with a high quality wax and grease remover.


Mask all areas not to be coated with plastic sheeting or high quality masking materials.  If spraying a bed liner mask the area as required by the appropriate “spray in” liner instructions.  This is so you are ready to spray your liner once the High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter has completely dried.


Mix High Performance Bedliner Adhesion Promoter (BLAP – Qt, BLAPG – Gl) 2 to 1 with the appropriate temperature high quality urethane reducer.  2 parts Promoter to 1 part reducer.


Spray with a gravity fed spray gun with a 1.8 to 2.0 fluid nozzle.  Your air pressure should be set to 30-40 psi.  Spray one even medium wet coat.  Avoid runs.  If cob webbing occurs lower your air pressure slightly and/or turn your fan pattern in smaller.  This will make your spray pattern wetter.  This should eliminate any cob webs.  If you get cob webs make sure they melt into the wet Adhesion Promoter.  If they do not melt in your coating will have poor adhesion.  The dry sprayed cob web areas must be scuff sanded and re-apply the Adhesion Promoter 


Allow the Adhesion Promoter to dry thoroughly before applying your preferred bed liner.  If applying prior to the Adhesion Promoter thoroughly drying you will entrap solvents and your coating may peel.  You must apply your bed liner within 6 hours from spraying the Adhesion Promoter at 72° F (22 C).  If you do not get it applied within this time frame you must either scuff the surface or re-apply the Adhesion Promoter.

Clean your spray gun with clean up solvents and re-cap your Adhesion Promoter
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
